Invesco Corporate Bond Fund (UK) (the “Fund”)
A fund of Invesco Fixed Interest Investment Series (the “Company”)
Income (No Trail) share class (ISIN: GB00B1W7HZ91) (the “Share Class”)
The Fund is managed by Invesco Fund Managers Limited, part of the Invesco Group.

- The objective of the Fund is to achieve income and capital growth over the medium to long term (3 to 5 years plus).
- The Fund invests at least 80% of its assets in investment grade corporate debt securities.
- The Fund may use derivatives (complex instruments) for investment purposes and to manage the Fund more efficiently, with the aim of reducing

risk, reducing costs and/or generating additional capital or income.
- The Fund has an active investment approach based on fund manager judgement supported by macroeconomic and credit risk analysis, with an

emphasis on valuation and is not constrained by a benchmark.
- The reference to (UK) in the Fund's name only relates to the Fund’s domicile and is unrelated to the Fund’s objective and investment policy.
- You can buy, sell and switch shares in the Fund on any Dealing Day (as defined in the Prospectus).
- Any income from your investment will be paid bi-annually.
- Recommendation: The Fund may not be appropriate if you plan to withdraw your money within 5 years.

Objectives and Investment Policy

n The Share Class is in risk category 4 due to the rises and falls of
its price or simulated data in the past.

n As the Share Class' risk category has been calculated using
historical data, it may not be a reliable indication of the Share
Class' future risk profile.

n The risk category may change in the future and is not
guaranteed.

n The lowest category does not mean a risk free investment.

n The value of investments and any income will fluctuate (this may partly be
the result of exchange rate fluctuations) and you may not get back the full
amount invested.

n The Fund is theme-based or invests in a specific sector or a small number
of sectors and/or industries.
